Code requirements that mandate that

| hydrants have a 36” clearance (3 ft.) around the entire hydrant. We

| also must be able to make hose connections to our fire engines from
| the hydrants, so therefore, the hydrant outlets must be above the

1 ground at a point where we can make these connections easily.
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| remember that hydrants are there for an important reason. Covering
1or placing items near or around fire hydrants means our community
i has hydrants that do NOT meet these necessary requirements. The
' Town is asking that all residents help us keep them safe by making
1 sure that the fire code mandates listed above are followed on your
